Gender Inclusivity Strategy

Aquaculture has long been recognized as a field that offers opportunities to women in both developed and developing countries.  Many women in developing countries have been able to put technical education in the sciences to professional use as hatchery managers, in algal and larval culture facilities, and in academia.  Some women have proven their abilities in farm management, directing whole crews of men in countries where this is an exceptional situation.  

 In Thailand we will make an effort to invite any women previously employed at one of the shrimp farms.  We will also invite female family members of fishers or former shrimp farm workers who would almost certainly be involved with the small family based aquaculture that we will be describing.

In Indonesia we will also make an effort to invite female members of fishers and aquaculture practitioners.  The farms in Aceh province were / are small family operated farms before and the polyculture systems we will be describing will require family participation.  The workshop held at the Ladong Fisheries College will include female students, who make up about half the student body.
