Technology Adaptation and Transfer Strategy
Tsunami and Sustainable Coastal Aquaculture

The project will provide training sessions in coastal villages in Thailand and Indonesia.

In Thailand, the training will be completed in conjunction with existing Success efforts led by Dr. Bart.  The focus will be with those who were impacted by the tsunami.  The workshop will be conducted in Thai and materials to be provided will be in Thai and English.  The attendees are expected to be fishers, shrimp farm workers, and local Thai fisheries staff.  Technology will be transferred directly to practitioners as well as through additional extension efforts of the fisheries staff.

In Indonesia the workshops will be held at the Ujong Batee Fisheries and Aquaculture Center and at the Ladong Fisheries College.  At Ujong Batee, the training will be in Indonesian Bahsa and English.  The attendees will be a mix of local fishers, aquaculture practitioners, and fisheries extension and research staff from the center.  Technology will be transferred directly to practitioners as well as through additional extension efforts of the Indonesian fisheries staff.  The workshop at the Fisheries college will be offered to students, faculty, local fishers and aquaculture practitioners.  The college works closely with local populations and the students come largely from the adjacent coastal communities.  Technology will be transferred directly to practitioners and to the students and faculty.  Sharing the technology with the faculty and students should provide additional long-term impacts.
