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The manuscript provides some interesting information regarding the use of tilapia as a supplemental feed for the production of Clarias.  The work supports earlier findings and addresses issues on proper stocking rates of the two fishes in a common rearing environment.  The research constitutes a worthwhile contribution to the literature.

Use of tilapia as a supplemental feed is an interesting and worthwhile practice that is used in several parts of Africa.  Increasing the efficiency of the practice would be an important contribution to improving the industry.   The technical and analytical findings presented here are appropriate.

The text needs editing to improve readability and correct several English grammar mistakes. (Please see comments and edits on the hard copy.)  There are a couple of places where African catfish and police fish are used as common names.  It would be preferable to select one name rather than switching back and forth.   

The article is worthy of publication with major revision.
