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ABSTRACT

¶The present study aims to analyze the fish farming practices of the farmers, and the representations which they had within the framework of a project of research-action-in-partnership on the development of a model of fish farming (tilapia/African fish association). ¶We have to characterize the practices before and after the partnership, starting with the data which result from talks and of observations, then evaluate performances of the new practices built by the producers and the researchers. Finally highlight the determinants at the origin of the change in representation of the activity by the producers.¶
The results obtained showed the will of change of the producers. ¶The new practices had a positive impact on the production. ¶The final average weights just as the outputs obtained contributed to the handing-over in question of the representations as the fish farmers had with regards to this activity. ¶The development of a "commercial" fish farming model is not a business of development of the new techniques since production include the organization of work or marketing and equally a  change of representations of this activity from the point of view of producers.¶ 
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
