Training: P Twelve - thirteen hours initial training presented by the U of A faculty and Bone Builders Partners
P Update training: 2-3 hours on Saturday, morning or evening sessions (2-3 times per year)
P Quarterly Bone Builders volunteer newsletter

Responsibilities: P Plan and implement Bone Builders activities to increase awareness of osteoporosis and prevention
regularly for at least one year (i.e., church, organization, worksite or community activities such as
a display at a woman's health fair, posters or displays at worksite or church, presentations or classes
to brown bag class, church group or others). 

P Use recommended Bone Builders materials for displays and handouts.
P Attend Bone Builders training and updates.
P Make Bone Builders materials available to ALL people in your site or group but specifically women

ages 25 and older.
P Keep record of what was done and who participated and submit quarterly reports.
