QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Why do we have to re charter our clubs?

On a national level, the 4-H administrators
became alarmed at a number of “clubs” that
were operating with the name of 4-H but
without the permission of the local county
extension office. In some cases, these
individuals were earning money using the 4-H
name and emblem but they had not direct tie to
the program.  Problems with the IRS in some
counties made it clear that many clubs were not
using EIN’s to establish accounts and were not
using the Group Exemption Number when they
applied for the EIN.  So all clubs throughout the
country are being reviewed for compliance to
these requirements.  Continuation of a club’s
charter is dependent on the club fulfilling the
mission of the 4-H program.  Clubs or groups
who do not follow these policies will have their
charters revoked.

What does this mean to us?

This means that the Extension office has already
reviewed club financial information and has
notified the IRS of clubs that are continuing and
those that have ceased to exist. We have also
added the Group Exemption Numbers (GEN) to
the files the IRS has on any club that did not
have that.

During this enrollment period we are asking
each club to provide us with these things along
with their enrollments:
• Club calendar (12 months dates and

times and if possible themes for the
meeting)

• Club goals using the Four Essential
Elements.

• Application forms distributed at the
Community Club Leader Meeting.
