Assignment Explanations


Attendance and Participation (100)



Because of the nature of this course, attendance and participation are essential ingredients to the learning experience. Therefore, specific points have been allocated to meet this need (10 points per session).   You will note on your calendars that you meet with Dr. Foster 10 times over the semester. It should be noted that each student will begin credit and I don’t count—you loose 10 points for each absence, regardless of whether or not it was excused.
